On behalf of the Board of Directors, | am pleased to present MCB Pakistan Stock Market Fund
accounts review for the vear ended June 30, 20235,

Economy Review

The fiscal yvear commenced on a strong footing as the government secured a staff-level agreement
{SLA) with the IMF for a 37-month Extended Fund Facility (EFF) of USD 7.0 billion. Over the
course of the period, Pakistan demonstrated fiscal and external discipline, successfully meeting
key IMF program targets and benchmarks. Consequently, in March 2025, the IMF team reached
an SLA with Pakistani authorities for the first review of the EFF, along with a new 28-month
Resilience and Sustainability Facility (RSF), unlocking an additional USD 1.3 billion in funding,

The country posted a current account Surplus of USD 1.8 billion in the first eleven months of the
fiscal vear 2025 (11 MIFYZ25) compared to a deficit of LISD 1.6 billion in the eorresponding period
last yvear. The major contnbutor towards nmproving current account was the remittances mflows
which skyrocketed by 28.8% to USD 34.9 billion. Trade Deficit increased by 22.1% YoY as
exports rose by 4.0% while imports increased by 11.5% from a low base, The county’s external
position improved with SBP's foreign exchange reserves increasing to USD 14.5 billion as of
Jun-25 end compared to USD 9.4 billion at the end of last fiscal year. This was on account of
current account surplus, timely bilateral rollovers and flows from IMF and multilateral sources.
The local currency witnessed a modest deprecation as the USD/PKR depreciated by 1.9% to
283.8 during the fiscal year.

Headline inflation represented by CPI averaged 4.6% during FY25 compared to 23.9% in the
corresponding pertod last vear, This sharp decline was driven by the currency's stability over the
past one yvear, which led to stable food and energy prices. Additionally, the large decline in wheat
prices and base effect further contributed to the lower inflation {igures.

Pakistan’s Provisional GDP growth clocked al 2,7% in FY25 with Agricultural, Industrial and
Services sectors increasing by 0.6%, 4.8% and 2.9% respectively. The Agriculture posted subpar
growth due to high base effect and flood damaging cotton crop. Industrial and services scetor
growth recovered due to improvement in macroeconomic indicators. On the fiscal side, FBR tax
collections rose by 25.9% in FY25, reaching PKR 11,722 billion—against the downward revised
target of PKR 11,900 billion, reflecting a shortfall of PKR 178 billion. The shortfall is largely
attributed to reduced tax collection from imports due to a slowdown in trade, sluggish growth and
low inflation.

Equity Market Review

The equity markel sustained its positive momentum, with the benchmark KSE-100 Index closing
FY¥25 at a historic high of 125,627 points. The index delivered a stellar full-year return of 60.2%
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(537.1% in USD terms), marking the second-strongest annual performance in the past 22 yvears—
trailing only FY24's exceptional 89% gam.

The strong market performance was driven by several positive developments. including inflation
easing to multi-decade lows and a cumulative 1,100-basis point rate cut by the SBP. Investor
contidence was further reinforced by the IMF Beard’s approval of a USD 7.0 billion EFF
program, continued rollover of foreign currency deposits by friendly countries, and a major
World Bank lending package under the Country Partnership Framework, Additional tailwinds
included government initiatives to address circular debt and the approval of a USD 1.3 billion
R5F arrangement. While the last quarter of the fiscal vear saw some volatility due to geopolitical
tensions—particularly Pakistan-India strams and the Iran-lsrael conflict—market sentiment
rebounded quickly after a ULS . -brokered ceasefire led 1o de-esealation, allowing the index to close
the year at a record high.

During FY25, Foreign investors were net sellers with an outflow of USD 3038 million, The
massive selling was on account FTSE rebalancing related outflow as Pakistan was reclassified
from Secondary Emerging to Frontier market status. This selling was mainly absorbed by Mutual
Funds, Corporates and Individuals with inflow of USD 230.5 million, USD 94.3 million, and
USD 693 million.

On activity front, average trading volumes for KSE-All Index improved by 44.0% to 633.1
million shares compared to about 439.8 million shares in the last year, While the average trading
value saw an increase of 93.5% to near USD 101 .4 million mn FY 25,

The Banking, Fertilizer, and E&P sectors were the major contributors to the index gains, adding
15.155, 9.716. and 6.866 points respectively. Attractive dividend vields amid monetary easing
garnered investor interest in the Banking and Fertilizer sectors. The E&P sector also remained in
the limelight due to a surprise 800% bonus announcement by MARI and improvements in the
liquidity position of circular debt-linked companies.

FUND PERFORMANCE

During the period, PSM generated a return of 75.24% as compared to a return of 60.15%
witnessed by the KSE-100 Index. Overall equity exposure stood at 88% on June 30, 2025, The
fund remained vigilant of the external factors and the investment strategy was mancuvered
considering the fundamental developments. The allocation was mainly held in Commercial
Banks. Fertilizers. Textile and Cement companies.

The Net Assets of the fund as at June 30, 20235 stood at Rs, 20,329 million as compared to Rs.
7.216 million as at June 30, 2024 registering an increase of 181.72%. The Net Asset Value (NAV)
per unit as at June 30, 2025 was Rs, 258.3504 as compared to opening NAV of Bs. 150.9441 per
unit as at June 30, 2024 registering an increase of 107.4063 per unit.
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Economy & Market — Future Ountlook

Gioing forward we expect GDP growth to clock at 4.1% in FY26. Agriculture Growth is likely to
clock at 3.9% as it would recover due to base effect. The lagged impact of interest rate decline
would benefit industrial and services sector going forward which are expected o expand by 4.4%
and 4.0% respectively.

The continuation of the IMF program is a key positive as it will allow us to tap funding from
bilateral and multilateral sources. We expect SBP reserves to increasce to USD 17.4 billion by
year end on the back of timely bilateral rollover, and inflows from IMF and multilateral agencies.
Our external position has improved which could allow Pakistan to consider re-entering the
international capital markets to explore options such as Eurobonds, Sukuk, and Panda bonds,

Pakistan is on track to record the first annual surplus since FY11 on the back of rebound in
exports and remittances along with controlled imports, We expect the trend to continue in the
medium term. We could witness a measured depreciation in the currency as imports picks up
following monetary easing. We expect USD/PKR to close Jun-26 around 304,

Headline Inflation will stay in low single digits due to decline in food prices and stable currency.
The inflation would temporarily rise by the end of FY 26 due to base effect. The average inflation
in FY26 is expected to be 5.6%. Core inflation has been steadily declining due to stable currency
and overall demand dynamics. We expect core inflation to gradually trickle down reaching low
single digit by the end of next fiscal year.

On the fiscal side we expect the fiscal deficit to clock in at 4.0% in FY 26, which would be the
lowest level since FY2006. This marks the fourth consecutive year of budget deficit reduction
sinee it peaked at 7,9% in FY 2022, The reduction in finance cost would be a major reason for this
reduction. Strict IMF target regarding primary surplus would also play its part in maintaining
fiscal discipline,

The SBP has decreased imterest rates by a cumulative 1,100bps since June-24 as interest rates
have declined to 11.0% from a high of 22.0%:.. Enhanced external stability, coupled with easing
inflationary pressures, created room for this monetary casing. Going forward, while inflationary
pressures are likely to remain muted, further rate cuts shall be contingent on strength in foreign
exchange reserves.

From the capital market perspective particularly equities, the market is still trading at cheap
valuations. Market cap to GDP ratio is at 14.2%, a discount of 23% from its historical average of
18.4%. We believe a micro view of sectors and stocks will remain important and investment
selection should focus on companies, which trade at a discount to their intrinsic value, The
market is currently trading at a forward Price to Earnings ratio of 7.4x, while offering a dividend
yield of 7,1%.
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Mutual Fund Industry Review

The Net Assets of the open-end mutual funds industry inereased by about 43 1% during FY 25 to
PKR 3.684 billion. Total money market funds grew by about 44.4% since June 2024, Within the
money market sphere, conventional funds showed a growth of 55.3% to PKR 977 billion while
Islamic funds increased by 34.3% to PKR 912 billion. In addition, the total fixed Income and
Fixed Rate funds increased by about 29.2% since June 2024 to PKR 1.242 billion while Equity
and related funds increased by 92.3% to PKR 491 billion.

In terms of the segment share, Money Market funds were the leader with a share of around
51.3%., followed by Income and fixed return funds with 33.7% and Equity and Equity related
funds having a share of 13.3% as at the end of Junc 2025,

Mutual Fund Industry Outlook

Money market funds should benefit from higher liquidity as they are ideal for investors with a
short-term horizon and low risk profile. As economic recovery gains further traction and becomes
broader based, the interest in capital markets particularly equities will continue to remain strong.
Our operations remained scamless and given our competitive edge in digital access and online
customer experience, we are prepared to get benefits of the growing number of investors
available online.

HOLDING COMPANY

On April 18, 2023, MCB Bank Limited (MCB), being the parent company of MCB-Arif Habib
Savings and Investments Limited, has acquired 21,664,167 (30.09%) shares of MCB-Arif Habib
Savings & Investment Limited (MUB-AH) from Arif Habib Corporation Limited (AHCL). By
virtue of this transaction MCB Bank Limited's shareholding in MCB-AH has increased from
36,956,768 (51.33%) shares to 58,620.935 (81.42%) and AHCL no longer holds any shares in
MOB-AH.

LEGAL STATUS AND NATURE OF BUSINESS

MCB Pakistan Stock Market Fund (the Fund) was established through a Trust Deed executed between MCB-Arnf
Habib Savings and Investments Limited (now: MCB Investment Management Limited), as Management Company
and Central Depository Company of Pakistan Limited (CDC) as Trustee. The draft Trust Deed of the Fund was
approved by the Securities and Exchange Commission of Pakistan (SECP) vide its letter dated August 15, 2001
consequent to which Trust Deed was executed on October 23, 2001 in accordance with the Asset Management
Companies Rules, 1995 (AMC Rules) repealed by the Mon-Banking Finance Companies (Establishment and
Regulations) Rules, 2003 (NBFC Rules). During the year ended June 30, 2021, the Trust Act, 1882 was repealed
due to promulgation of Provisional Trust Act namely "Sindh Trusts Act, 2021" (the Sindh Trust Act) as empowered
under the Eighteenth Amendment to the Constituion of Pakistan. The Fund was registered under the Sindh Trust Act
on August 12, 2021

The Management Company of the Fund has been licensed to act as an Asset Management Company under the
Mon-Baking Finance Companies (Establishment and Reguilations) Rules 2003 through a certificate of registration
issued by the SECP. The registered office of the Management Company is situated at 2nd Floor, Adamjee House, 1.1
Chundrigar Road, Karachi, Pakistan.

The Fund is an open end mutual Fund and is listed on the Pakistan Stock Exchange Limited. The principal activity of
the Fund is to invest in listed eguity securities and the Fund can also invest in cash instruments and treasury bills not
exceeding 80 days in maturity. Units are offered for public subscription on a continuous basis. The units of the Fund
are transferable and can also be redeemed by surrendering them to the Fund. The Fund has been categorised as
"equity scheme” by the Board of Directors of the Asset Management Company in accordance with the requirements
of Circular 7 of 2009 dated March 06, 2009 issued by SECP.

The Pakistan Credit Rating Agency Limited (PACRA) has assigned an asset manager rating of "AM1° on October 04,
2024 (2024: 'AM1' dated October 6, 2023) to the Management Company.

Title to the assets of the Fund is held in the name of Central Depository Company of Pakistan Limited as Trustee of
the Fund.

BASIS OF PREPARATION
Statement of compliance

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the accounting and reporting standards as
applicable in Pakistan. The accounfing and reporting standards applicable in Pakistan comprise of:

= International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRS Accounting Standamds) issued by the International
Accounting Standards Beard (IASB) as notified under the Companies Act, 2017,

- Provisions of and directives issued under the Companies Act, 2017, along with part VIIA of the repesled
Companies Ordinance, 1984; and

- the Mon-Banking Finance Companies (Establishment and Regulation) Rules, 2003 (the NBFC Rules), the Mon-
Banking Finance Companies and Notified Entities Regulations, 2008 (the NBFC Regulations) and the
requirements of the Trust Deed.

Where provisions of and directives issued under the Companies Act, 2017, part VIIIA of the repealed Companies
Ordinance 1984, the NBFC Rules, the NBFC Regulations and the requirements of the Trust Deed differ from the
requirements of IFRS Accounting Standards, the provisions of and directives issued under the Companies Act, 2017,
part VilA of the repealed Companies Ordinance 1984, the NBFC Rules, the NBFC Regulations and the
requirements of the Trust Deed have been followed.

Standards, interpretations and amendments to published accounting and reporting standards that are
cffective in the current year

There are cerain ammendments to the published accounting and reporting standards that are mandatory for the
Fund's annual accounting period beginning on July 1, 2024 However, these are not considered to be relevant or did
not have any material effect on the Fund's financial statements and have, not been dizclosed in these financial
statements.
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Standards, interpretations and amendmeants to published accounting and reporting standards that are not
yet effective

There are certain new standards and amendments to the published accounting and reporting standards that will be
applicable to the Fund for its annual periods beginning on or after July 1, 2024 However, these are not considered to
be relevant or did not have any material effect on the Fund's financial statements except for:

= The new standard - IFRS 18 Presentation and Disclosure in Fimandal Statements (IFRS 18) (published in April
2024) with applicability date of January 1, 2027 by IASB. IFRS 18 when adopted and applicable shall impact
the presentation of "Income Statement' with certain addifional disclosures in the financial statements; and

- Amendments to IFRS 9 'Financial Instruments” which clarify the date of recognition and derecognition of a
financial asset or financial kability including settlement of labilities through banking instruments and channels
including electronic transfers with effective date of January 1, 2026. The amendment when applied may impact
the timing of recognition and derecognition of financial iabilities.

Critical accounting estimates and judgementis

The preparation of financial statements in accordance with the accounting and reporting standards as applicable in
Pakistan requires the management fo make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of
policies and reported amounts of assets and fabilities, income and expenses. The estimates, judgemonts and
associated assumptions are based on historical experience and various other factors including expectations of future
events that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances, the results of which form the basis of making
judgements about carrying values of assets and liabilifies. The estimates and undedying assumptlions are reviewed
on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting estimates are recognised in the year in which the estimate is revised if
the revision affects only that year, or in the year of revision and future years if the revision affects both current and
future years.

Tha estimates and judgements that have a significant effect on the financial statements of the Fund relate to
classification and valuation of financial assets (notes 3.2 and 3).

Accounting convention

These financial statemenis have been prepared under the historical cost convention except for investments
classified as "at fair value through profit or loss” which are measured at their respective fair values. The details in
respect of valuation technigues under IFRS 13 'Fair Value Measurement’ used for the fair valuation of financial
asscts has been disclosed in note 17

Functional and presentation currency

ltems included in these financial statements are measured using the currency of the primary economic environment
in which the Fund operates. These financial statemonts are presenied in Pakistani Rupees, which is the Fund's
functional and presentation curmrency.

MATERIAL ACCOUNTING POLICY INFORMATION

The material accounting policies applied in the preparation of these financial statements are set out below. These
policies have been applied consistently to all the years presented, unless otherwise stated.

Cash and cash equivalents

These comprizse balances with banks in savings and curmrent accounts and other short-term highly liquid investments
with original maturities of three months or loss.

Financial assels

Initial recognition and measurement

Financial assets are recognised at the time the Fund becomes a pary to the contractual provisions of the
instruments. These are initially recognised at fair value plus fransaction costs except for financial assets camied "at

fair value through profit or loss'. Financial assets camied "at fair value through profit or loss” ame initially recognised at
fair value and transaction costs are recognised in the Income Statement.
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Classification and subsequent measurement

3.2.2.1 Debt instruments

IFRS 9 has prowvided a crilena for debl secunbies whereby these debl securilies are either classified as:

- amorlised cosl;
- al fair value through other comprehensive ncome (FWOCH), and
- al lair value through profil or loss {FWVPL)

based on the business model of tha anlity.

Howewver, IFRS 9 also provides an oplion whereby secunlies managed as a porlfolio or group of asselts and whosa
perormance is measurad on a fair value basis, lo be recognized al FVPL. The Fund is pomarily locused on fair
valua information and uwses thal informalion to assess the assels’ performance and o make docisions. Therafore the
managemenl considers ils investment in debl securilies as being managed as a group of assals and hence has
classified them as FVPL.

3.2.2.2 Equity instruments

Equity instruments arme nstruments hal meet the definition of eguilty from lhe issuer's porspeclive and are
instrumenis thal do nol conlain a contraclual obligation lo pay and thal evidence a residual inlerest in the issuar's nel
assals.

All equily invesimenlts are required lo be measured in the “Stalemenl of Assels and Liabilites® al fair value, with
gains and losses recognisad in the “Income Slatement”, excepl where an imevocable elaction has been made al the
time of iniial recognition o measure the investment al Fair Value through Other Comprehensive Income (FVOCT).
The managemeanl conslders ils investment in equily securilles being managed as a group ol assels and hence has
classified them as FVPL. Accordingly, the irrevocable oplion has nol been considerad.

The dividand income for aquily securibes classilied under FVPL is recognised i the lncome StatemeanL

Since all investmenls in equily instruments have been designaled as FVPL, the subsequenl movemanl in the fair
valua of equily securilies is rouled through the Income Staloemeanl

Impairment

The fund assesses on a lorward-looking basis the expocled cradil losses (ECL) associated with ils linancial assals
{other than dabl nstruments) carmed al amortised eost and PYOCL The fund recognises loss allowances lor such
losses al each reporting date_ The measurement of ECL reflects:

- an unblased and probabilily weighted amounl thal is delermined by ovalualing a range of possible oulcomas;
- the tima value ol money; and

- reasonable and supporiable information that is available wilthoul undue cosl or effort al the reporting date aboul
past events, currenl condiions and lorecasts of fulure economic condilions.

Tha 12 months ECL is necordod for all financial assets in which thare is no significant increase in credil risk rom tha
dale of inilial recognition, whereas a lifelime ECL is recorded for all remaining financial assels.

A defaull on a financial assel is when the counlerparty fails o make contractual payments within 90 days of whan
thay fall due.

Impairment loss on debl securities

Provision for non-parforming dobl securities s made on (ho basis of ime-based crileria as prescnbed by the SECP
and based on management’s assessment made in ling with ils provisioning policy approved by the Board of Direclors
ol the Managament Company in accordance with the guidelines issued by the SECP. Impairment losses recognised
on debl securilies can ba reversed through the Income Stalemenl

As allowed by the SECP, lhe Managemenl Company may make provision against debl securilies over and above the
minimum provision reguireameant prescribed by the SECP, considering Lthe specific credil and financial condition of tha
debl securlly issuer and in accordance with lhe provisioning policy duly approved by the Board of Direclors ol the
Managemenl Company. The provisioning policy approved by the Board of Direclors has been placed on the
Managemenl Company's wabsile as required undar the SECP's circular.
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Regular way contracts

All regular way purchasas and sales of inancial assels are recognised on the lrade dale ie. lhe dale on which the
Fund commils to purchase or sell the assel. Regular way purchases /[ sales of assels require dalivery of secunblies
wilhin lwo days from the lransaclion dale as per lhe slock exchange regulalions.

Derecognition

Financial assals are derecognised whan lhe rghls lo receive cash llows from the linancial assels have expired or
have bean transfermed, the Fund has transferred subslantlially all e risks and rewards of ownership or the Fund
naither translers nor relains substantally all the nsks and rewards of ownership and the Fund has nol relained
conlbrol. Any gain or loss on derecognition of inancial assels is laken lo the “Income Slalement”.

Financial liabilities
Classification and subsequent measurement

Financial liabililes are recognised al the Ume when the Fund becomes a parly lo the conlraciual provisions ol Lhe
instrumenis. These are iniially recognised al fair value and subsequently stated al amorlised cost

Derecognition

A linancial labilily s derecognised when he obligalion under the hability is discharged, cancelled or axpired. Any
gain or loss ansing on derecognilion of linancial labilities is laken (o the Income Slatemant

Offsetting of financial assets and financial habilities

Financial assels and financial liabilitles are offsal and the net amounl is reported in the ‘Statement of Assels and
Liabililies’ when Lhere is a lagally enforceable righl lo sel off the recognised amounts and there is an inlention 1o
sallle on a nel basis, or o realise lhe assals and sellle lhe Habililes simultaneosusly.

Income and expanses are presenled on a nel basis only when parmiltod by the aceounling and reporling standards
as applicable in Pakistan.

Provisions

Provisions are recognised when the Fund has a present legal or constructive obligalion as a resull of pas!l evenis, it
is probable thal an oulllow ol resources embodying economic benelfils will be required o sellle the obligalion and a
roliable estimale of the obligalion can be made. Provisions are rogularly roviewsd and adjusted 1o reflect the curmanl
besl estimalte.

Net asset value per unit

The Nel Assel Value (NAV) par unil as disclosed in the Slatement of Assels and Liabilies is calculated by dividing
the nal assals of the Fund by the number of unils in ciiculation al the yoear and.

Issuance and redemption of units

Unils ssued are recorded at the offer price, delermined by the Managemenl Company for the applicalions received
by tho Managemenl Company / distribulors during business hours on lhal day. The offer price represents the Nel
Assel Value (NAV) par unil as al the close of the business day, plus the allowable sales load, provision of any dulies
and charges and provision lor lransaclion cosis, il applicable. The sales load s payabla lo the Managemeanl
Company | distributors.

Unils redesmed are recorded al the redemplion price pravalent on the dale on which lhe Managemanl Company /
distnbulors receive redemplion applications durng business hours on thal date. The redemplion price represents tha
MNAY as on he close of the business day, less any dulies, laxes, chamges on redemplion and any provision for
transaction costs, il applicable.

Provision for current taxation is based on laxable income at the current rates of taxes afler taking info account ta
credits and rebates, if any. The charge for curment tax is calculated wsing the prevailing tax rates .

Deferaed

Deferred tax s accounted for using the balance sheet liability method in respect of all temporary differences ansing
from differences bolween the carmying amount of assels and hHabilities in the financial statements and the
corresponding tax bases used in the computation of the taxable profit.

The deferred lax habiliies are generally recognised for all laxable temporary differences and deferred lax assels are
recognised to the extent thal it is probable thal taxable profits will be available against which the deductible
temporary differences, unused tax losses and tax credits can be uliised. Deferred tax is calculated at the rates that
are expected to apply o the period when the diferences reverse, based on enacled ax rates.

The incoma of the Fund iz exempt from income tax under clause 99 of Part | of the Second Schedule to the Income
Tax Ordinance, 2001 subject to the condition that not less than 90 percent of its accounting income for the year, as
reduced by capital gains, whether realised or unrealised, is distributed amongst the unil holders. Furthermore, for the
purpose of determining distribution of at least 20 percent of the accounting income, the income distributed through
bonus units shall not be taken into account.

The Fund iz also exempt from the provisions of section 113 (minimum tax) under clause 1A of Part IV of the Second
Schedule to the Income Tax Ordinance, 2001

3.12 Distributions to unit holders

Distribution o the unit holders are recognised upon declaration and approval by the Board of Directors of the
Management Company. Based on the Mutual Funds Association of Pakistan's (MUFAP) guidelines duly consented
by the SECP. distribution for the year also includes portion of income already paid on units redeemed during the
year

Trusleas in the High Courd of Sindh, challenging the applicability of withholding tax provisions on bonus shares
focaivad by ClSs. The polilion was based on the facl thal because ClSs ame axempl fom deduclion of mcome lax
under Clause 99 Parl | o the Second Schedule of the Income Tax Ordinance 2001, the withholding lax provision
should also nol be applicable on bonus shares recaived by ClSs. A slay order had been granted by the Honourabla
High Court of Sindh in favour of ClSs.

During the year ended Juna 30, 2018, the Suprema Couwrl ol Pakisian passed a judgoement on Juna 27, 2018
whareby the suils which are already pending or shall be filed in fulure must only be conlinuad | entertained on the
condition thal a minimum of 50 percent of the tax calculaled by the ax auvlhorilies is deposiled with the authorities.
Accordingly, the ClSs ware required o pay minimum 50% of the tax calculated by the ax authorities for the case lo
remain conlinuad. The ClSs failled 1o deposil the mimimum S0% of thae tax liabilily and accordingly the stay gol
vacalod aulomatically durng the vear ended Jurs 30, 2019, During the vear ended June 30, 2020, tha ClSs hava
filed a fresh constilutional petition via CP 4653 dated July 11, 2019 in the Honourable High Courl of Sindh. In this
regard, on July 15, 2019, the Honourable High Courl ol Sindh has issued nolices o the relevanl parlies and has
ordered thal no third party nterest on bonws shams issuved o the Funds in lleu of thelr investments be crealed in tha
meantime. The malter s sbill panding adjudication and the Funds have included these shares in their portfolio, as the
managemaenl iz confident thal the decision of the constilulional pelition will ba in lavour ol the CISs.

Furthar, the Finance Act, 2018, affective from July 1., 2018 has omilled Section 236M of Income Tax Ordinances,
2001 requiring every company guoted on stock exchange issuing bonus shares to the shareholders of the company,
to withhold five parcent of the bonus shares lo ba ssuad.

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As per clause 47(B) of part IV of the Second Schedule o the Income Tax Ordinance, 2001, paymenls made to
collective investmant schemes (CISs) are exempl from withholding tax under section 151 and 150. Howewer,
withholding tax on dividends and profit on savings accounts with banks paid o the Fund has been deducted by
vanous withholding agents based on the interpretation issued by FBR vide letter C. no_ 1(43) DG (WHT2008-VOL_II-
66417-R dated 12 May 2015 which requires every withholding agent to withhold income tax at applicable ratos in
case a valid exemption cerificate under section 159{1) issued by the concemed Commissioner of Inland Revenue
{CIR) i nol produced before him by the withholdee. The lax withheld on dividends and profil on savings accounts
with banks amounts to Rs. 8.01 milion (2024 Rs. 931 million). Pending resolution of the matter, the amount of
withholding tax deducted on profit on debt securities and profit on bank deposits has been shown as advance tax as
at June 30, 2025 as, in the opinion of the management, the amount of tax deducted at source will be refunded.

For this purpose, the Mulual Funds Association of Pakistan (MUFAP) on behalf of vanous mutual funds (including
the Funds being managed by the Management Company) had filed a petition in the Honourable Sindh High Court
{SHC) challenging the above mentioned interpretation of the Federal Board of Revenue (FBR) which was decided by
the SHC in favour of FBR. A petition was filed in the Supreme Cowurt of Pakistan by the Funds together with other
ClSs (managed by the Management Company and other Asset Managemen!

As per regulation 61 of the NBFC Regulations, 2008, the Management Company is entithed to a remuneration equal
to an amounl nol exceeding the maxmum raie of the management fee as disclosed in the Offering Document
subject to the total expense ratio imit. Keeping in view the maimum allowable: imit, the Managemeant Company has
charged its remuneration at the rate 3.48% per annum (2024: 2 00% to 3.46% per annum) of the average daily net
assels of the Fund dunng the year. The remuneration is payable to the Management Company monthly in amears.

In accordance with Regulation 60 of the NBFC Regulations, the Management Company is entitied to charge fees
and expenses related o registrar services, accounting, operation and valuation services, related o a Collective
Investment Scheme (CIS). The Managemeant Company has discontinued to charge the above mentioned expensecs
with effect from July 01, 2024

The SECP, vide S RLO_600(1y2025 daled Aprl 10, 2025, has issued amendmenis in respect of expenses chargeable
to ClSs as prescribed in Schedule XX of the NBFC Regulations, from which the chargeability of expenses related to
registrar senaces, accounfing, operation and valuation services has been excluded. This amendment was effective
immediately upon its release on Apnl 10, 2025, except where a later date was explicitly stated.

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The Finance Act, 2013 enlarged the scope of Federal Excise Duty (FED) on financial services io include Asset
Management Companies (AMCs) as a result of which FED at the rate of 16 porcent on the remuneration of the
Management Company and sales load was applicable with effect from June 13, 2013. The Management Company
was of the view that since the remuneration was already subject to provincial sales tax, further levy of FED would
result inm double taxation which did not appear to be the =spift of the law. Hence, on September 4, 2013 a
constitutional pefition was filed with the Sindh High Court (SHC) by the Management Company together with varous
other asset management companies challenging the lewy of FED.

With effect from July 1, 2016, FED on sorvices provided or rendered by non-banking financial institutions dealing in
services which are subject to provincial sales tax has been withdrawn by the Finance Act, 2016.

During the year ended June 30, 2017, the SHC passed an order whereby all notices, proceedings taken or pending,
orders made, duty recovered or actions taken under the Federal Excise Act, 2005 in respect of the rendering or
providing of services (to the extent as challenged in any relevant petition) were set aside. In response to this, the
Deputy Commissioner Inland Revenue has filed a Civil Petifion for leave to appeal in the Supreme Court of Pakistan
which iz pending adjudication.

In view of the above, the Fund has dizconfinued making further provision in respect of FED on remuneration of the
Management Company and sales load with effect from July 01, 2016. However, as a matter of abundant caution the
provision for FED made for the period from June 13, 2013 till June 30, 2016 amounting to Rs. 58.70 million is being
retained in these financial statements of the Fund as the matter iz pending before the Supreme Court of Pakistan.
Had the provision for FED not been made, the Net Asset Value of the Fund as at June 30, 2025 would have been
higher by Re. 0.70 (2024: Rs. 1.15) per unit.

TAXATION

The income of the Fund is exempt from income tax under clause (99) of Part | of the Second Schedule to the Income
Tax Ordinance, 2001 subject to the condition that not less than 90% of the accounting income for the year as
reduced by capital gains, whether realised or unrealised, is distibuted amongst the unit holders as cash dividend.
Furthermore, as per Regulation 63 of the Non-Banking Finance Companies and MNotified Entities Regulations, 2008,
the Fund is required to distribute not less than 90% of its accounting income for the year derived from sources other
than capital gains as reduced by such expenses as arme chargeable thereon to the wnit holders. Since the
Management Company has distributed the required minimum percentage of income eamed by the Fund for the year
ended June 30, 2025 to the unit holders in the manner as explained above, no provision for taxation has been made
in these financial statements during the year.

The Fund is also exempt from the provisions of Section 113 (minimum tax) under clavuse 11A of Part IV of the
Second Schedule to the Income Tax Ordinance, 2001.

FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT OBJECTIVES AND POLICIES

The Fund's objective in managing risk is the crealion and protecion ol unil holders® value. Risk is inherent in the
Fund's actvibes, bul it s managed through moniloring and controlling acliviies which are primanly sel up © ba
perdormed based on lmils established by the Management Company, the conslilutive documents of the Fund and
the regulations and directives of the SECP. Thasa limils raflect the businoss stralegy and marked environmenl of the
Fund as well as the level of the rnsk that the Fund is willing to accept. The Board of Directors of the Managemeant
Company supervises the overall risk managemanl approach within the Fund. The Fund is exposed lo markel risk,
liquidity nsk and credit rsk ansing from tha financial instrumeants il holds.

Market risk

Markel risk is the risk thal the fair value or fulure cash flows of a linanci&l nstrument will fuctuate as a resull of
changes in markel prices.

The Managemenl Company manages the markel rnsk through diversificabon of the investment portfolio and by
following tha inlermal guidelines established by the Investment Commilies.

Markol risk comprses of threo lypes of nsks: yvield [ inlerest rale dsk, cumency fisk, and price fsk.
(i) Currency risk

Currancy sk s the nsk Lthal the fair value of luture cash flows of a financial instrument will luctuale a5 a resull of
changes in foreign exchange rates. The Fund does not have any financial instruments in foreign currencies and
hance is not exposed o such nsk.

(ii} Yield / interest rate risk

Yield [ interest rale risk is the sk that the fair value or future cash flows of a financial instrument will Nuctuate as a
resull of changes in markel inlerest rates. As of June 30, 2025, the Fund = exposed 1o such fsk on its balancas hald
with banks. The Investment Committea of the Fund reviews the portfolio of the Fund on a regular basis to ensure thatl
the risk is managed within the acceplable limils.

a) Sensitivity analysis of variable rate instruments

As at June 30, 2025, the Fund is exposed to cash flow yield / interest rate risk on s bakances with banks. In case of
100 basi= points increase / docrease in applicable rates on the last rephncing date with all other varnables hald
constant, the nel incoma / (loss) for the year and the nel assels of the Fund would have been lower § higher by Hs.
2045 million (2024: Rs. 3.07 million).

The composilion of the Fund's investmenl portfolio and profit rales are expected o change over ime. Accordingly,
the sonsilivily analysis prapared as al June 30, 2025 is nol necessarily indicative of the impact on the Fund's nel
assels of lulure movemeants in profit rate.

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Equity price risk iz the risk that the fair value of equity instruments decreases as a result of changes in the lovel of
equity indices and the value of individual stocks.

In case of 1% increase [ decrease in KSE-100 index on June 30, 2025, with all other vanables held constant, the
total comprehensive income of the Fund for the year would increase / decrease by Rs. 0,192 million (2024: Rs. 0.069
millkon) and the net assels of the Fund would increase / decrease by the same amount as a resull of gains / losses
on equily secunfies classified as financial assets at fair value through profit or loss.

The analysis s based on the assumption that equity index had increased / decreased by 1% with all other vanables
held constant and all the Fund's equity instruments moved according o the historical correlation with the index. This
represents management's best estimate of a reasonable possible shift in the KSE-100 Index, having regard to the
historical volatility of the index. The composition of the Fund's investment portfolio and the correlation thereol to tha
KSE-100 Index, is expecied to change over fime. Accordingly, the sensilivity analysis prepared as of June 30, 2025

Credit nsk is the nsk that the counterparty to a financial instrument will cause a financial loss to the Fund by failing to
discharge ils obligaltion as it falls due.

There is a possibility of defaull by paricipants or failure of the financial markel / stock exchanges, the depositories,
the settlements or clearing systems, elc. Seftlement rnisk on equily secunties is considered minimal because of
inherent controls established in the seftlement process. The Fund's policy is to enter into financial contracis in
accordance with internal risk management policies and instruments guidelines approved by the Investment
Commitiee.

The Fund's significant credit risk arises mainly on account of its placements in banks and profit accrued thereon. The
credil rating profile of bank balances and ils accrued profit is as follows:

Concentration of credit risk

Conceniration of credit nsk exisis when changes in economic or indusiry facltors similardy affect groups of
counterparties whose aggregate credil exposure is significant in relation to the Fund's total credil exposure. The
Fund's portfolio of financial instruments is broadly diversified and transactions are entered into with diverse credit-
worthy counterparties thercby miligating any significant concentration of credit risk.

Settloment risk

The Fund's activities may givo riso 1o nsk at tho time of sottlomont of transactions. Settlomont risk is tho nsk of loss
due to the failure of counler parly to honour its obligations to deliver cash, securities or other assets as contractually
agreed. Credit risk relating o unsettled transactions in socurities is considered 1o be minimal as the Fund uses
brokors with high creditworthiness and the transactions are setfled or paid for only upon delivery using the contral
clearing system.

173 Liquidity risk

Liquidity risk s the risk that the Fund may not be able to generate sufficient cash resources to settie its obligation in
full as thoy fall due or can only do 50 on terms that are matenally disadvantageous to the Fund.

The Fund is exposed to daily sottloment of equity securiies and daily redemptions at tho option of unit holders. The
Fund's approach to managing liquidity is 1o ensure, as far as possible, thal the Fund will always have sufficient
liguidity to moet its liabilities when due under both normal and stressod conditions. The Fund's policy is, thercfore, to
imvast the majority of its assets in invesiments that are traded in an active market and can bo readily disposed and
ame considered readily realisable.

As por tho NBFC Regulations, 2008, the Fund can borrow in the short-term (o ensure sottlemeant, the maximum it
of which is fifteen percent of the net assets up o 90 days and would be secured by the assets of the Fund.

In ordor to manage the Fund's overall liquidity, the Fund may alsoe withhold daily redemption requests in cxcess of
len percent of the units in issue and such reguesis would be treated as redemplbion requests qualifying for being
processed on the next business day. Such procodure would continue until the outstanding redemption requests
coma down to a leval below ten percent of the units then in Bsue. The Fund did not withhold any redemplions during
the year.

The relevanl movements
are shown on the ‘Statement of Movement in Unit Holders® Fund'.

The Fund has no restriction on the subscrption and redemplion of units. As required under the NBFC Regulations,
every open end scheme shall maintain fund size (Lo, net assets of the Fund) of Rs. 100 million at all tmes during the
life: of the scheme. The Fund has historically maintained and complied with the requirements of minimum fund sze at
all times.

The Fund's objectives when managing unil holders' funds are o safeguard its ability o continue as a going concem
