STATEMENT UNDER SECTION 160(1)(b) OF THE COMPANIES ORDINANCE, 1984

This statement sets out the material facts concerning the resolutions contained in item (2), of the
Notice pertaining to the special business to be transacted at the Extraordinary General Meeting
of the Bank to be held on October 31, 2016.

Increase in Authorised Capital

The Board of Directors of Meezan Bank Limited (the "Bank") in their meeting held on August
23, 2016 have approved the issuance of a privately placed, rated, unsecured and subordinated Tier
IT eligible Sukuk Issue to the extent of Rs. 7 billion (the "Issue") as an instrument of redeemable
capital under section 120 of the Companies Ordinance, 1984, in compliance with the Basel III
Guidelines issued by the State Bank of Pakistan under BPRD Circular No, 6 of August 15, 2013.

The funds raised from the Issue will be utilized for the Bank's business operations as permitted
by the Bank's Memorandum and Articles of Association and this will raise the Bank's Capital
Adequacy Ratio.

For contingency purposes, in the event that the Bank is required to convert the Issue (or a portion
thereof) into the issued and paid up ordinary share capital of the Bank (in accordance with the
applicable laws), it is necessary to ensure that there is sufficient authorized share capital, so that
further ordinary shares may be issued by the Bank. Even otherwise, the increase in the authorized
share capital of the Bank will allow the Bank to issue ordinary shares, if required, in accordance
with the applicable laws.

Accordingly, the Bank seeks to increase its authorized share capital from Rs. 15,000,000,000 to
Rs. 20,000,000,000 ordinary shares of Rs. 10 each.

In this regard, the Bank has also obtained the no objection of the State Bank of Pakistan in relation
to the increase in the authorized share capital of the Bank and the consequential amendment to
the Memorandum of Association of the Bank. The Bank has also obtained final approval of the
State Bank of Pakistan with respect to the Issue.

The Directors of the Bank have no interest in special business and/or special resolution, save to
the extent of their shareholding of the Bank.
